For all abstract submissions, please put "ISCHP2019-author's last name" in the subject of your email, and include the following required information in the body of the email: 1. title of submission, 2. author(s) and their affiliation(s), 3. corresponding author's mailing address, telephone number, and email address. The abstract text should not exceed 300 words (excluding author affiliations).
Please send us your extended abstract in .DOC format by email to ischp2019@tudelft.nl. The abstract should give a concise and informative description of the paper, written to interest the reader as well as for information retrieval. Use 12 pt Times Roman font, justified.  If the authors have two or more affiliations, then please use two or three columns with equal width. Use <Shift> + <Return> keys for line breaks within a column. Position the affiliations in such a way that this section is symmetrical.
